KEN’'S CACHE

Last Sunday, we heard in the Gospel of Mark: One of
the scribes came to Jesus and asked Him:

"Which is the first of all the commandments?"
Jesus replied, "The first is this;

Hear, O Israel!

The Lord our God is Lord alone!

You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart,
with all your soul,

with all your mind,

and with all yonr strength.

The second is this:

You shall love your neighbor as yourself.

So, according to Jesus, the law of life is Charity. When
Saint Paul says in Galatian’s: “bear one another’s
burdens,” he calls them to fulfill that commandment;
to care for their neighbor. What is a charitable friend
in front of our burdens of marital difficulties, financial
problems, death, illness, or struggles at work? Is it not
one who tries to eliminate our burdens, or fix our
problems? A friend is one who reminds us of our
relationship with Christ. Looking at our experience,
how rarely do we see the burdens and the difficulties
that we face as a problem of religiosity — that is, a
relationship with Christ? Our struggles often have
little to do with Jesus and a rapport with him, and

we therefore bear them without awareness of his
presence.

It is natural, especially with those we love, to want to
alleviate drama and sorrow from his or her life. But
isn’t it precisely during difficult time that we can truly
develop a dramatic relationship with the Mystery?
Christ didn’t come to erase problems; he came only
to put us in the correct position in front of what
weighs us down. It takes humility to bear the burdens
of another by reminding them that God alone can
make all things new, and then to accompany them in
the discovery of that newness. Itis God who placed
within us the heart that only he can generate, that is
the best possible way to bear one another’s burdens.
Thus, to introduce one to Christ is the best love one
can have for one’s neighbor.
